Passing Grades in P-Sections of English 1310

There's a difference between passing for the department/university, and TSIA satisfaction. A grade of “D” in 1310 is considered passing for the course itself - meaning they can continue forward. A grade of “C” in 1310 is considered to be that student meeting their TSIA college-ready status in writing. 

Here's a little grid/caveats created in conjunction with Nick Weimer at the TSIA office that can help with the relationship:
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Notes:

*A grade of D is considered passing for English 1310; however, it will not guarantee your
TSIA compliance without a corresponding grade of C or higher in ELAR 1300.

**A grade of F is considered failing for English 1310 and will necessitate retaking the course
regardless of your TSIA compliance status.

In order to become TSIA satisfied, which impacts your degree progress, the safest plan is to
earn a C or higher in Eng. 1310 and pass ELAR 1300. Since ELAR is a pass/fail grade

structure, you’ll need to confirm clearly with your ELAR professor what exactly that entails.
While a D in Eng. 1310 is technically considered passing for the University, it alone will not

guarantee your TSIA satisfaction.
